Fire Preventian and Escape

The purpose of heat and smoke detectors is (o detact
a flre in s early $tages and sournc an alarm., giving
occupants mores tima ta exit the premisas hefore
smoke reaches a dangerous level,

KNOW FIRE HAZARDS, No detacticn device can
praotect tife in all aituatizns, therefore, saieguards
should be taken to avoid such potantially dangerous
gituations 3% smoking in bec, leaving childrer home
alone, and cleaning with flamimable hguids such as
gasaline.

The hest fire protectfon 1s minimizing fire hazards
through proper itorage of matenals and goad
housekesping practices, Careless use of comoustible
materisls and glectrical appliances. or overloading of
slectrical suflets are major causes of fire. Expiosive
and fast burning materials must be sliminated from
the hame.

If you mava children and/or invalids resicing in your
housshold, yau ean help wour fire departmant by
placing decals on badroom windows. Blost fire
departments auppiy the decals.
